Scope of Work

The Illinois Department of Natural Resources (IDNR) requires services of a Vendor for developing and printing of a Sport Fish of Illinois foldout booklet branded with IDNR, Ifishillinois.org with QR coded links to both.  IDNR staff will be the final editor and provide approval of content prior to final printing.  This fold out booklet presents a summary of common sportfish and species of concern as identified by Illinois DNR staff.
A mock up DRAFT fig 1. of a theoretical booklet is attached for reference but it is not developed to any production level. Be advised this is not the final proof to print.  IDNR will approve the final proof DEVELOPED BY THE VENDOR when developed as part of this scope of work. The vendor product does not need to utilize any of the mock up draft materials so long as IDNR approves of the final proof.  There is no current preference for colors, fonts, or layout as that should be developed by the vendor for review.

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DEVELOPING:  Vendor shall engage with Illinois DNR to develop a branded Sport Fish of Illinois booklet as described above.  This development includes layout, research and data gathering, editorial services, artwork as needed to provide a durable and informational product for the fishers and future fishers in Illinois.  Accuracy of information, art and/or photos is essential and required.  Information to accompany an image of each fish species should include items such as Common names, scientific names, a standardized couplet of information to suggest size ranges and colors and any extremely brief description.  The information must be approved by IDNR.  Organization within the booklet can consider water body types where found, fish families, similarity of appearance or even color.  Any such proposal for a final product must be approved by IDNR.  Information for the front and back will contain logos and information supporting IDNR and IDNR supported programs to support sport fishing in Illinois.  Development of these pages can include logos as described below, QR codes to quickly get to IDNR resources, as described below, as well as promoting Be A Hero by logo or text explanations.  A final proof of images and content combined will need approval from IDNR prior to printing.

PRINTING DETAILS:  Vendor shall use the below specifications for developing and printing the Fishes of Illinois foldout booklet.
Quantity:  10,000 fold-outs
Pages:	1) foldout shall approximate 9 inches tall by 24 inches wide double sided, any variance must be approved by IDNR staff
2) Foldout shall represent 12 unique pages that fold to approximately 4 inches wide and 9 inches tall, With 5 folds
3) Foldout shall be full color printed and laminated (weather-resistant). 80-100 lb paper
4) Foldout shall have a branded title page with a developed layout that includes IDNR logo, Division of Fisheries logo, and QR code for IDNR homepage as well as QR code for IfishIllinois.org  Such logos will be provided by IDNR in print quality forms.  A fish photo/art developed by vendor and approved by IDNR will be center on the title page.
5) Foldout shall have a page on the end devoted to any links, maps, invasive species messages and contact information for IDNR as developed by the vendor in cooperation and approved by IDNR staff.
6) 10 pages of foldout should be developed to share up to 6 fish images/photos per page that are appropriate for ID assistance accompanied by rudimentary information appropriate to aid fishers in identifying or fishing for the species of interest.
7) All images will be based off of 300 dpi minimum at 100% production.
8) Total cost to develop all images for project must be included in this bid.
9) Ability to share digital copy of foldout electronically after production is desired but not required with considerations regarding ownership of intellectual property
10) Production shall consider order and arrangement of fish images to convey messages, group by water types/geography or similarity of appearance.  
11) A sample of like product shall be submitted with bid (electronically) and made available physically upon request.
12) Overall product should be branded and developed to solely represent Illinois DNR, Division of Fisheries, and the ifishillinois.org and only be made available to IDNR.  This item cannot be sold retail by anyone except IDNR.
13) DNR shall own copyright of material developed.
14) Fish images and basic information (68) shall minimally include the following with a goal during branding and layout to include at least 66 of these species (TBD) and reviewed and approved in final layout by IDNR:
