AMENDMENT #1 (QUESTIONS & ANSWERS)

1. Will there be any planned walk throughs or scheduled meetings for this RFP? 
Walk throughs were initially not planned due to the volume of generators (50 units on ATTACHMENT A – ITEMIZED BID LIST). The original intention was that sufficient information was provided on the itemized bid list about each unit for vendors to be able to provide inspection bid pricing.

1. Please confirm that the Services required are Oil, Coolant, and fuel testing and an annual Major service as outlined in the Terms and Req word document section 6. Titled Technical Requirements.
Section 6 Technical Requirements of the Terms and Requirements document found within Buyer Attachments section of the sourcing module lists the below work scope:
1.     Change engine oil and filters and test oil for contaminants. Dispose of old oil/filters.
2.     Change fuel filters. Test fuel as required per NFPA 110 Standards.
3.     Inspect air filters.
4.     Inspect generator electrical connections and related wiring.
5.     Inspect all hoses and belts.
6.     Examine cooling fluids and test for contaminants.
7.     Provide inspection report containing service recommendations.
8.     When requested by UW, provide a time and materials estimate for additional service/repairs (it’s expected that if additional service and repairs are needed, vendor will provide a time and material quote to UW Electric Shop management).
9.     Only OEM parts are to be used with no substitutions unless approved by UW Electric Shop management beforehand.
 
1. Does the University require any load banking of their units? 
Load banking not required in this bidding process but if wanted/needed can be quoted on a time and materials basis after a service performed. 

 
1. Please confirm if units not specified as outside are to be assumed as on roofs or basements.  
ATTACHMENT A – ITEMIZED BID LIST provides the Room # for each unit, so the units not marked “outside” or “exterior” are typically in basement utility/mechanical rooms. Any room number with a prefix “B” is generally a basement location.
 
1. Who is the current vendor and what was the previous awarded amount for the work?
